Obstacles:

o Gender stereotypes are still prevailed in a society. Most people do not vote for women;

« Women’s economic dependence or cash contributions to the deputies, the age limit by the
law “On elections of deputies of local councils”;

« Low self-esteem, self-doubt and laziness of women themselves;

« In regions due to the lack of such trainings, rural women are not possible to learn new
skills of political participation and without them they cannot take the power into their
hands;

» Political life in small regions of the Kyrgyz Republic are slightly presented to women, so it
is necessary to expand sustainable national trainers;

o The needs of Kyrgyzstan’s women demands the separate existence of the leadership and
political participation school which will coordinate the women deputies, local women’s
NGOs and activists.
